I have to   

say that my path took some very       

unusual and unconventional twists   

and turns. 

 Recently, I saw a movie that caused 

me to ask myself what I might consider 

the ultimate gift.  At first thought, of 

course, it was sobriety, but after further 

consideration I realized that there was 

something that had to come before    

sobriety for me.  I like to call it „The   

Prerequisite.” 

 I first met John in the Levy County 

Jail where we were both locked up    

during Thanksgiving and Christmas of 

2000.  We remained pen pals and 

friends until he died in federal prison  

in South Carolina, September 11, 2005.  

What follows are excerpts from a letter  

I wrote to his mother after she called to 

tell me of his death.  
 

Dear Mrs. M: 

 Once again, I offer my sympathy    

in the loss of your son. However, I also 

want you to know about the gift he  

gave to me. 

 I met John at the lowest point in  

my life.  Because of my life of alcoholism 

and addiction I had lost most everything 

that makes living worthwhile.  Sure, I 

had lost material things and even my 

physical freedom—none of that was

important, really.  More material 

things and freedom still would not 

have spelled hope.  I had been 

places, seen and done things that 

had caused me to be cynical,       

disillusioned . . . and jaded.  I 

trusted no one, not even myself. 

Apparently, I was addicted  ̀to pain. 

How this had happened, I wasn‟t 

sure.  At the age of 43, I was sure 

there was no way out.  

 I don‟t know what John‟s      

motives were in our relationship, 

but I choose to believe that they 

were honest and noble.  John wrote 

me beautiful letters and poetry.  He 

talked of the values that I had once 

believed in—truth, honor, love, 

valor, justice, courage, integrity, 

and chivalry.  

 He told me stories of colorful 

people and faraway places, much 

like a fairytale.  As a young girl I 

had always loved fairytales and 

even believed that they could come 

true!  I believed in magic . . . I     

believed in miracles . . . and I      

believed in a loving and caring God. 

But that had been a long, long time 

ago.  I had grown up to see that life 

sucked, and love was just a lie.  A 

cruel lie. 

 So here comes John.  He writes 

of things that I used to dream of . . .  

and read about.  Knights and     

warriors, ladies and gentlemen,  

castles and royal families, works of 

art, his own German heritage, and 

serving God and doing good 

works—my imagination was finally 

sparked!  Desperately seeking hope, 

I got a Big Book  from the jail‟s     

library and I began to read the   

Bible .  This is all pretty far-fetched 

stuff.  But . . . what if . . . just 

maybe . . . it could all be true? 

Would I take a chance? 

 It took four more years in      

and out of jails and in and out of       

hospitals.  And, finally the          

inevitable, “You may have only two 

more weeks to live” before I was 

able to surrender ALL my fight and 

give my life to the God that I hoped 

still wanted to help me.  

 Being finally sober and sane, it 

was always in the back of my mind 

that perhaps John embellished the 

truth a little, or maybe even a lot. 

But “he” was real.  Maybe he was 

real crazy, but so am I . . . in a  

wonderful way! 

  

 I have worked hard to undo all 

the ugliness that I had created with 

my self-will.  Once again, I write 

poetry and songs.  I am an artist.  I 

am reading the classics and study 

European history, literature, and 

culture, hoping to visit Europe 

someday.  I can even help others. 

 So the priceless gift that John 

gave me was this:  He gave me back 

my imagination.  I had to have an 

imagination to believe in God.  I 

can‟t see God.  I must imagine Him. 

And I had lost my imagination, my 

child-like wonder.  John inspired 

the rebirth of my hopes and my 

dreams—my imagination.  

 I was a powerless and therefore 

hopeless alcoholic, but given the gift 

of imagination I was finally able to 

conceive of a “power greater than 

myself”‟ who could solve my      

problems.  I made a decision and 

thoroughly followed the rest of the 

AA program, which gained me the 

gift of sobriety.  Simply Amazing!!
